For the 2003-2004 water ski racing series the governing body- Ski Racing Australia (SRA), introduced a new format called the SRA Super Series.

The Super Series came about as many teams were competing in a number of the classic events such as the Sydney Bridge to Bridge, Club Marine Southern 80, Robinvale Euston Ski Race and the Mildura 100.  An extra reward of being able to call the team the best 6-litre boat in Australia as example, was needed.  It also gives recognition to those teams, which consistently perform well at these classic events.

Teams were asked to nominate themselves for the SRA Super Series before the first event.  30 Teams took up the offer and the Super Series was born.

Three events have taken place, Grafton Bridge to Bridge, Sydney Bridge to Bridge, SA Bridge to Bridge.  There are three events to go, Club Marine Southern 80, Robinvale Euston Ski Race, and Mildura 110.

There are twelve classes in the Super Series, classes that normally occur in these classic events.  Teams were asked to nominate their class.  There are trophies given for the winner for each class, along with a team trophy for the 2nd & 3rd place getters in each class.

70% of the  prize pool around $1500 will be awarded to the most consistent team for the SRA Super Series based on the amount of points accumulated during the series.
