The 175HP back to back Tennessee hull, with a Mercury 175hp, was driven by Phil Woods with Annette Woods in the observers seat and Stephen Hughes and Nic Groves skiing. Kane It was a consistent performer last season with three firsts in the Club Marine Southern 80, Robinvale Euston Ski race and Mildura 100, along with a second in the Grafton Bridge to Bridge and a third in the Sydney Bridge to Bridge.  It proved that a smaller boat could be consistent and beat the big boys. The King of the Murray this year, saw the Murray Bridge 100 added to the prestigious King of the Murray title.  

Last year’s Club Marine Southern 80 winner – The Axe won the title of the King of the Murray after winning both the Club Marine Southern 80 and the Robinvale Euston Ski Race, along with a second placing in the Mildura 100.

The points have been modified since last year; the winning team has to obtain 65 points to win the title.  Teams must enter, attend and start in all four races to eligible.
